Minutes of the 16th Annual General Meeting

Held at the 16th National Rally

Waiora Camp Site, Mosgiel, S.I.

13th February 2010

The meeting was opened at 09.40 am by Blair Corkran, President

Blair welcomed all members, overseas visitors and friends and thanked them for attending, and thanked Otago/Southland and Canterbury members and supporters as      co-hosts for successfully organizing the event.

It was noted that 90+ members were in attendance at the meeting and he reminded the meeting that only Financial Members in good standing could participate in any voting.

Secretary taking the Minutes of the meeting was Andy Howie (Canterbury).

Apologies

Apologies for absence were received from Al Brown Chris Smith and “Mozzy”.

Minutes of Last AGM

Blair reminded the meeting of the remits approved at last year’s meeting concerning award of Life and Honorary Membership; Remittance of Membership Subsidies; and Publication of the Club Quarterly Newsletter on the Club web-site only with no copies being posted out to members. 

All of these had been implemented, with Darryl Payne, as Founder of the Club being given a special framed “First Life Member” badge, and other awards distributed as appropriate.

Cheques for the remittances of membership subsidies for 2009 had been distributed to the Area Coordinators prior to the meeting.

At a request from the floor, Blair read out that part of last year’s Minutes concerning the General Business.

Acceptance of the Minutes of the last AGM as a true and correct record was proposed by Robin? And seconded by Keith Randle? And passed on a show of hands with no dissension. 

President’s Report   

Blair apologized to the meeting and stated that due to other workloads he had been unable to prepare a Presidents Report but will do so for the next Newsletter.

Treasurer’s Report  (Comments only – see Report attached.)

Keith Randle, who explained that he would be unable to take questions on the Report as his partner Sheryl who was not in attendance today had prepared it, presented the Report.

After brief discussion, it was proposed by Wayne Woodward, seconded by Sharon Ross, that the Treasurer’s Report be approved and this was accepted by the meeting without dissent.

Membership Secretary’s Report

Membership had declined a little from approx. 550 last year to 500 or so now. This was mainly due to non-renewals by members who had been given paid first year membership by “Street and Sport” (Christchurch Triumph Dealers) on purchasing a Triumph.

Newsletter Editor’s Report  

Ken Spall reported that, as agreed at the last AGM, the Newsletter was now only on the web site. 

Feedback from Members indicated that further discussion on this was desirable and would be taken up later in this meeting under AOB.

Regalia Officer’s Report

Chris Smith the Regalia Officer was unable to attend the rally and Blair Corkran stated that Regalia sent down by Chris would be on sale on site in the afternoon on return from the morning run.

National Committee

The President stated that following the result of the ballot of members, there had only been two proposed changes in the committee, with nominations for the post of President for Blair Corkran, as the incumbent, and for Stephen Cox (Spannar) and nominations for Sharon Ross and Karen Bremnar (Bounce) for the post of  Membership Secretary.

On a count of votes cast Blair was re-elected by an overwhelming majority.

Sharon Ross was elected for the post of Membership Secretary.

There had been no other nominations and the remainder of the committee had therefore been returned unopposed.

In accepting re-election, Blair reminded Members of his stated intention when first taking the post to serve for only three years and he would therefore be retiring at end of this year, therefore members should start thinking now about a replacement.

He also stated that he was in discussions with Les about possibly handing over the work of the Club web-site, however he was quite prepared to carry on with this if need be. 

General Business


National Rally

            Taranaki Area confirmed they would host next year’s National Rally.

Franklin was scheduled to host the 2012 Rally and in 2013 it would be South    Island turn for the 2013 Rally was still to be finalized, with Westport as one possibility, or somewhere in the Christchurch area.

Newsletter

Ken Spall stated that, following last year’s AGM decision to only put the Newsletter on the web site, many members had told him they would prefer to revert to the old system of copies being posted out individually.

Ken stated the options available as being

· He could carry on doing the design, layout and editing and use a printer local to him to do the printing, folding and posting out. Estimated cost of the printer being $ 850 incl. GST

· As above but sending out for printing, folding and postage elsewhere on a competitive bidding basis.( One quote already received of $ 785 plus GST.)

· Continue present system of web-site only

It was pointed out to members that if we revert to sending out individual copies, the system of remitting $10 of annual subs. back to the Areas would have to be dropped in order to meet the costs.

After some discussion, a vote by show of hands was taken, and the decision carried that the Club would revert to issuing individual paper copies posted to members, with Ken doing the design, layout and editing, and using his local printer for the rest of the work. 

It was agreed that the loss of remittance of  $10 of annual subs. back to the Areas will cease after this financial year (2010).

Club Logo

The remit presented to the meeting was that the triangular logo of the Club was not to be amended in any way, with the only permissible addition being the Area name printed below the triangle.

John Milligan explained his thoughts behind presenting the remit.

After much discussion, the meeting voted overwhelmingly in favour of the remit.

Area, Chapter or Branch

The remit presented to the meeting was that the use of titles such as “Chapter” or “Branch” should not be used. The Club Constitution refers to “Area Coordinators” and reference to Areas should be the only title used.

There was much discussion on this and most members felt that the use of titles such as above were acceptable and the matter was fairly irrelevant.

Two points of note were made. Firstly, it was clarified that although new applicants for membership would normally be allocated to the Area nearest their residence, there was no reason why a member should not choose another area as his/her selected area of choice or transfer at a later date. It was felt that local membership application forms should reflect this in future, and in some areas this was already the case. It was also noted that local areas should not deliberately coerce or poach members of another area to join their area. 

Secondly, the lack of a map defining the local areas was noted as causing some uncertainty. Wayne Woodward stated that a map of the South Island geographic areas was intended to be presented to the National Committee for approval before next year’s AGM.

Following the discussion a vote was taken and on a show of hands the “status quo” prevailed and the remit was defeated.

Any Other Business

Blair informed the meeting of the recent deaths within a short time of each other of Elsie Wilkes and her partner David Banks, both long-term stalwarts of  TOMCC (UK), Elsie with 60yrs. membership and a founder member of the Meriden Branch. Elsie and David had visited New Zealand several times and met many members of the Club. Both were given a real bikers send-off with m/cycle hearses. Blair had sent condolences to the family on behalf of the Club.

Triumph Competition

Ken Spall informed the meeting that our Club was a member of the World Association of Triumph Owners Clubs and that the Association had an annual competition, restricted to totally Triumph organized rallies for member clubs, for the farthest mileage driven by motorcycle to attend.

He had Application Forms available if any members were interested 

History of the Club

John Milligan spoke to members about the project by Ken Spall and himself to produce a history of the Club by the next AGM. 

He wanted to know if one master copy should be produced and members order individually or should a few hundred be done and put on sale.

It was suggested and agreed that the document be put on the Club web site and members could print it out from there as desired.

Closing Address 

In closing Blair thanked Keith Randle for all the effort he had put into the Club over the past four years as Treasurer.

With no further business to attend to, the President thanked all members for their attendance and declared the meeting closed at 10.55am.
