1.  Approval  of  Minutes


Minutes of the previous meeting of the Steering Committee were approved.

2.  Treasurer’s Report

Ken reported payment into the bank of  $1718 being our share of the British Bike Show profits.  There was no other activity on the accounts apart from the usual  $3.50 Bank charges noted.

Registrations for the Whitebait Run were coming in steadily with 16 no. to date

Ken had made arrangements for the branch trailer to be transported down to the Magpie Rally. Catering arrangements for our members was in hand.

Following some discussion it was agreed that we should come up with some ideas for spending some of the funds accumulating in our accounts.

One suggestion was for the purchase of a new 6m x 6m marquee to replace the present one which was showing its age but could still viably be sold to recoup some of the cost of a new one.

The Financial Report for the year ending 31st July 2009 would still need to be drawn up for audit and approval by members, including a list of assets. This would require input by Ken, Trevor and Wayne as agreed previously. Trevor was presently out of the country on holiday.
